	JUVENILE TRAFFIC HEARING OFFICER





DEFINITION:





Under general supervision, the Juvenile Traffic Hearing Officer is responsible for adjudicating traffic, vehicle, and fish and game matters involving minors; and performs other duties as assigned.





CLASS CHARACTERISTICS:





This is a full journey-level attorney class performing quasi-judicial work.  Incumbents in this class conduct hearings and render decisions in cases in which minors are charged with violating vehicular codes, fish and game codes, harbor and navigation codes, local curfew and loitering ordinances, or substance abuse related matters.  This class is distinguished from the next higher class of Supervising Juvenile Traffic Hearing Officer in that the latter is a one person class and is administratively responsible for this program and may hear the more complex or sensitive matters.





EXAMPLES OF DUTIES:





Conducts hearings involving juveniles who are alleged to have violated traffic laws or ordinances and are cited to appear at the courts by law enforcement officers; determines the facts regarding violations as contained in citations, through statements given by the juvenile, citing officer or witnesses, and decides the issue, including disposition as defined in the California Welfare and Institutions Code; counsels youths regarding basic traffic, bicycle and pedestrian safety, encouraging future compliance with laws and development of safety consciousness on the part of juveniles; hears and weighs all the testimony, determines facts and, if the violation is sustained, orders the appropriate disposition in conjunction with guidelines set forth by the Supervising Judge of the Juvenile Court.





MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:





Knowledge of:





  •	Provisions and contents of the California Vehicle Code and the Welfare and Institutions Code as applied to matters involving juveniles.


  •	Legal principles, case precedents and the applications, especially with regard to juvenile matters.


  •	Legal terms, trial procedures and rules of evidence.





Skills and abilities to:





  •	Communicate effectively, both verbally and in writing.


  •	Present statements of facts, law and arguments clearly, concisely and logically in written and verbal form.


  •	Analyze and interpret legal problems and apply legal principles and precedents to a particular set of facts.


  •	Work under various time constraints and exacting legal principles and precedents to a particular set of facts.

  •	Work cooperatively with others.





EDUCATION/EXPERIENCE:





Education, training and experience which clearly demonstrate possession of the knowledge and skills listed above.  The minimum education, training and experience which would likely provide the requisite knowledge and skills would be graduation from an accredited college or school of law with admission to the practice of law in the State of California for not less than two years.

Prior to appointment, candidates are subject to fingerprinting and a background investigation.
